Upon successful completion of the identified course competencies with a grade of ‘B’ (3.0) or higher
and the high school teacher’s endorsement that the competency requirements have been met, articulated credit
will be granted.

Student Articulation Procedure

1. Beenrolledin the required high school class.

2. Register for CTE Dual Credit articulated course during the same academic year the high school class is
completed. If a series of courses are involved in the articulation, students register for credit during the
same academicyearthelastcourse inthe series is completed. Students cannot earn “retroactive credit”
for courses taken in previous years.

3. Earnagrade of ‘B’ (3.0) or better in all courses required under the articulation agreement.

4. Satisfy all learning outcomes and objectives identified on college course outline (see attached college
course outline).

High Schoollnstructors

1. Ensure that the high school course syllabus includes information about CTE Dual Credit, the college
course competencies and the process required to earn college credit.

2. Holdstudents accountable for the same competency standard and course expectationsasrequired by the
college-equivalent course (see college course outline).

3. Submit final grades for all students registered to earn CTE Dual Credit by the published deadline.

4. Attend scheduled meetings, workshops or professional development activities that enhance the high
school/college partnership & support implementation of the CTE Dual Credit articulated program.
